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1 BCM Ministry: Pray for our 
collegiate students who are 
praying about serving at Beach 

Reach during spring break. Ask Him 
to call out the students and provide 
a protective covering over them and 
opportunities to share the gospel.

2 Disaster Relief: February and 
March are months with Disaster 
Relief Trainings almost every 

weekend around the state. Pray for 
the trainers as they teach and for the 
volunteers as they learn how God 
can use them to bring help, hope 
and healing to those who have been 
affected by disaster.  Pray that God 
will open doors of opportunity to 
serve but most importantly that they 
will have opportunities share the 
Gospel.

3 Generosity: Ask God to bless 
the efforts of Tennessee 
Baptists as churches continue 

to fund the Golden Offering for 
Tennessee Missions. We have so 
many ministry and evangelism 
objectives around the state that need 
funding throughout the year. Now 
more than ever, Tennessee needs to 
hear the gospel!

4 Baptist Associations: Pray 
for pastorless churches in 
Tennessee. Pray specifically for 

Associational Mission Strategists as 
they minister to these congregations 
as they seek God’s man to be their 
next pastor.
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Prayer prompts for TBMB ministries 
and other ministries are supported by 
gifts from Tennessee Baptists through 
the Golden Offering for Tennessee 
Missions and Cooperative Program.

5 Collegiate Ministries: Pray for 
East TN State University’s BCM 
students response to Summer 

Missions. Pray they will be well 
equipped to serve, will have open 
hands for their placement, and will 
be in preparation now for what they 
will encounter this summer. 

6 Youth Project: Let’s pray for 
this Music & Worship Ministries 
event designed for youth choirs 

and student singers. Ask God to raise 
up and call out leaders for the next 
generation of worshipers.

11 Travel Protection:  Specialists 
of the Tennessee Baptist 
Mission Board are constantly 

on the road, ministering, teaching, 
coaching, preaching and encouraging 
churches and leaders. Ask God to 
keep them safe as they travel the 
roads of Tennessee.

12 Middle Tennessee 
Reset Conference: This 
conference is being held in 

Franklin today. It is an opportunity to 
unplug and return to the setting as 
designed by the creator.

13 Collegiate Ministries: Pray 
for Tiffany Hudson as she 
leads and mentors students 

at Vanderbilt University. These 
students come from every corner 
of the world and often are hired in 
critical positions after graduation. 
What a great opportunity to shape 
the future leaders and change the 
world! 

14 We Love Tennessee: On 
this Valentines Day, let’s 
all pray for the people of 

Tennessee. Ask God to bring a revival 
to our state. Also pray for one person 
that doesn’t know Jesus. Pray for 
that person and ask God to give you 
an opportunity to have a Gospel 
conversation with them. 
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The Golden Offering for Tennessee Missions (GOTM) and Cooperative Program 
(CP) provide resources that support missions and ministries of  the 
Tennessee Baptist Mission Board.

GOTM began in 1902 and is named in honor of  Dr. & Mrs. W.C. Golden. CP 
began in 1925, allowing for churches to pool their resources for the work of  
the Gospel.
