This begins the formal relationship and
opens the door for guidance and support.

4. Background and Pre-Assessment
Conduct required background check, reference check, and complete the Pre-Assessment online through TBMB/NAMB. This
ensures alignment with denominational standards and readiness for church planting ministry.

5. Church Partnership Development
Work collaboratively with your local association and TBMB to engage and recruit a possible mother church or sending church.
This partnership is crucial for accountability, support, and resourcing.

6. Assessment Retreat
Attend an assessment retreat conducted by TBMB. This comprehensive evaluation helps determine readiness, gifting, and fit
for church planting ministry.

7. Covenant Creation
If approved through the assessment process, work with your mother church and possible partners to create a covenant of
support. This document clarifies expectations, support systems, and partnership commitments.

8. Church Planter Training Cohort
During the first six months of planting, be available to attend an 8-week church planter training cohort in your area. This
provides essential ongoing training, peer support, and practical guidance during the critical launch phase.
